You don’t want strangers looking at photos of you,
your friends or your family.

e Tell a grown-up if you feel scared or unhappy about anything. Ask a grown up to help you put the
Hector’s World Safety Button on your computer/laptop/tablet. This will mean that you can press it if
anything makes you scared or unhappy.

e You can also call ‘Childline’ on 0800 1111 to talk to someone who can help

e Did you know that Facebook, Instagram, Snapchat, TikTok and other social networking sites require
you to be at least 13 years old to have an account

e  WhatsApp requires you to be 16 years old to have an account.
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
